Discussion Points:
1.      Are there services available that could reduce the targeted behavior?
2.      Is the client motivated to make the necessary changes to graduate?
3.      What are the participant’s therapist’s recommendations?
4.      Has the participant made any progress?
5.      Has the participant been charged with any new criminal offenses?
6.      Could the participant benefit from further educational services?
7.      Are there any employment services that may assist the participant?
8.      Are there any financial services that may be helpful to the participant?
9.      Does the participant have pro-social ties?

11.     Is the participant able to describe appropriate pro-social leisure activities?
12.     Does the participant have multiple pro-social acquaintances and friends?
13.     Is there any further treatment that could benefit the participant?
14.     Are there any unmet mental health needs?
15.     Would the participant benefit from a cognitive behavioral program?
